MINUTES OF MEETING OF UNION COUNCIL 1 FEB 2010 ON  AP4  PLOT

Present at 2 o’clock around the pool were: Mr. Skiker for SAS, Mr Miguel SERRANO representative ISLY, Mr. Moumni, Mr El Ghazi, Mr. Qissi, Mr. Ferre, Mr Michael Gale on behalf of Mr Colin Norman.

It is decided first to visit a co-ownership building in particular, the choice was focused on block 7 so as to cite the problems, so that SAS will implement the means of redress and rehabilitation thereof. 

-Around the pool, put in showers, re-do the expansion outside of the shaft, as well as concreteing the sealing joint.  Put down lights around the swimming pool.

-The reception of  TV will be checked and accepted after testing has been done by competent technicians on the local technology for reception.  Furthermore, he will improve the stand sheltering the ariels that is currently full of water.

-The top of the decorative pillars of some entrances are damaged, they will be repared.

-Many landings are sloping the wrong way, SAS will check them and re-do those that are deserving.

-Mr Moumni reports that when it rains, car parks are flooded.

-Skirtings are missing on some stairwells, these will be repaired.

-Painting of woodwork, fitted stairs and finishes in general will be mended.

-Flower trays at the entrances to some stairwells will be populated.

-It was anticipated on green areas of lawn, as well as flowers, that are lacking in some places, the apartment block needs to recover a greening of green spaces, this should be done by SAS.   The sprinkler system (drip by drip)  as well as the buried water networks will have to be tested.   Mr. YOUSSEF informs us that the network is currently open and that there is no leak, as well as on the sewer network.

-Many tiles on the roofs are coming off and falling, this is a danger and a very great risk to the owners or persons likely to be seriously hurt.  SAS takes note and will do the necessary.

-Some exterior lights should be repositioned or repaired as some have broken or laying on the floor.

-We found that a single water meter was necessary to sprinkle the communal parts, which should look after spraying plants and flowers, because when it sprays too much, it moves onto paths and dislocates the pedestrian pathway cobblestones, to this effect, SAS will restore the pathways that have been loosened.

LATER ON THE MEETING OF THE UNION COUNCIL WAS HELD IN THE OFFICE OF SAS

In this regard, the decisions of the Union Council, are to establish a work request program based on their importance:

First, the trustee has rules of procedure governing the plot outlining the rights and obligations of the owners.

The attached Interior Regulation is now outlined to all co-owners, any owner not respecting this is putting themselves at risk of prosecution.

It must be linked to all leases so that the tenant has knowledge of  and respects it.

As from this day, all construction jobs , embellishments or others will have to undergo the approval of the Union Council.

In addition any owner doing otherwise, is obliged to put back the work done to its initial state, as well as legal proceedings.

Pool - it is currently unusable, the Union Council considers the situation very serious  indicating that it is the thing that owners are waiting for an urgent solution.

The trustee proposes a study by a  company to put this right.  This involves a quote that will include putting right  local filtering and pumps, local electricity with putting in place a more competent re-circulating pump system  (enlargement with regard to the pump’s settling tank, and back up ).  The meeting asks SAS to look at this problem and sort it out as priority, which would begin to change the views of the owners towards the promoter.

In parallel with the work of the pool, the trustee proposes putting in place maintenance and upkeep of the pool all year round, for this, a quote will be needed, and a robot cleaner will be purchased.  The maintenance and the robot will be chargeable to the co-ownership.

The Union Council approves these decisions unanimously.

The Union Council request the purchase by SAS of containers for domestic garbage reception.  Indeed, in new towns that are equiped with garbage pick-up trucks, for reasons of hygiene, it is natural that this request follows this consequence, it is for SAS to get together with the trustee to see how many conainers must be put into circulation and of what size.

It is noted also the Union Council asks to prohibit the access of trucks to the inside the apartment block, the containers will be put out to the side of the road by the co-ownership services.

The Union Council asks, at the cost of the promoter, for the construction of a place  at the edge of the plot for security use.  This place would be the main security position, it would consist of toilets and a shower for hygiene, corner kitchen, an office to allow the reception of businesses before reaching the plot, a fixed telephone position for receiving calls from the trustee, from owners, businesses wishing to enter, indeed, where there is a water leak or any accident, intervention will be more practical with the security guard position consulted day and night.

A register of those entering would be held, to make a note of parties entering the apartment block, make a note of cars entering……. a cabinet will have to hold keys to all local technology as well as a duplicate key of apartments for those owners who wish it, and plans for local technology as well as access to networks of water and electricity.   There would be local deputy, a room that would hold meetings of the Union Council.  This place would also allow the checking of the safety of the apartment block by the security guard, indeed, by fitting one camera at every angle of the apartment block, the security guard with a screen could see almost the whole of the apartment block.

We have noticed an electric meter in each stairwell,  we think that one per block would be sufficient, the trustee will ask for a meeting with ONE to check the possibility of only putting one meter per block to minimize costs.

Mr QISSI informs Union Council that some apartments have on their solarium roof  an enclosed architectural structure.  He asks that this is put on the agenda of the next meeting  for permission to use these premises for private purposes, by performing an opening according to the rules. [??]

A bank account will be opened by the trustee for the co-ownership to receive calls for  funds.

The Union Council has decided to make calls by the trustee for funds half yearly.  The first call for funds for the first half of 2010 will be attached to these minutes.  We ask that you send us a cheque urgently because we have no cash flow, made out to : SYNDICAT DES COPROPRIETAIRES AP4 LES ANDALUS.

A quote for a contact of insurance will be requested from several insurance companies, the lowest will be selected.

An appointment is made with SAS for Tuesday 2 Feb to achieve the transfer of powers as well as the contracts linked to the apartment block.

The next meeting of the  Union Council will take place at the beginning March, people with questions to put to be discussed by the Union Council are asked to send them to the trustee, or a member of the Union Council.
